Strong objections on grounds of inappropriate development which would adversely affect the street scene by creating a terraced appearance and the extension on west side is unsympathetic to the surrounding area.   Councillors felt there was insufficient detail to comment on the proposed parking to the front of the dwelling, however, it was noted that there is a statement which appears to imply that the front garden will be concreted over to enable cars to be parked.  This surface treatment and the parking of cars in that area would not add anything to the street scene and would detract from the pleasant residential environment of The Close.

The Clerk was asked to write to the Enforcement Officer regarding the pair of solid 6’ gates which have been erected at the front of the property.   Planning permission for a carport with double doors was refused on Appeal as they would create a terraced effect which would be undesirable in the street scene and therefore it was felt these gates should be removed.

(i) The local public house, The Seven Stars, is situated opposite the Post Office and alcohol can be purchased and taken away from there.

(ii) Concern about youths congregating outside the Post Office if it is open until 9.00 p.m.  Off Licences seem to be a magnet attracting the young people and complaints have already been received regarding anti-social behaviour in the village.  Parishioners are also concerned about the noise which would be generated by customers and vehicle doors opening and closing which could disturb adjoining properties.

(iii) Concern was expressed regarding the limited parking as there are only five parking bays.  There will be additional vehicle movement on a very narrow road and the only access allowed will be on the junction of Crockington Lane and Ebstree Road.
